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I. Overview

ICRAS received Software Upgrade releases for Bug Fixes and Features as described below, with minimal downtown for the last release.  Users experiencing issues regarding any of the changes should contact the ICRAS Support Team at help@paperworkreduction.gov.   
II. Release 4.9

· Change Part 1 Stage of Rulemaking for No-material change request packages.
When creating a No-material change request ICRAS pre-populates data from the previously approved package.  If the previous package was a rulemaking then ICRAS pre-populates the “Stage of Rulemaking” with that information.  However, that is incorrect since the No-material change is not a rulemaking.  
· Show only Healthcare related Information Collection Request’s (ICR’s) to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) (HHS only).  
Healthcare related ICRs are now visible to non-Healthcare Reform group. 

· Restrict Email Alerts. 

Restricted the email alert type based on user’s permission.

· Add the ability to select a blank date for the Discontinue Date.
Added the ability to select blank for discontinue date.

· Correct the generic packages Information collection (IC) table listing.
The “Total Burden ...” calculations include packages that have been approved.

· Develop the following new reports for HHS:
· Developed a report that lists all Healthcare related ICR’s by Operating Division (OpDiv), Office of Management and Budget (OMB) number, Status, Title, Type, Original Expiration Date, and Current Expiration Date

· Developed a report that lists all Recovery Act related ICR’s by OpDiv, OMB#, Status, Title, Type, Original Expiration Date, and Current Expiration Date

· Developed a report that identifies all packages that were submitted as “violations” without discontinue date.  All violations should be displayed on report even if they have been reinstated. 

· Developed a report that identifies all packages that were submitted with the box selected “In-Use Without OMB #.”
II.1 Release 4.9.1

· Verify and fix sorting in reports.  

Ensured headings sort both in ascending and descending order.
· Verify and fix the way the Inbox displays packages when the number of days is changed. 
Added expired option and change wording on dropdown. 

II.2 Release 4.9.2

Create the HHS Desk Officer Workflow Management Report.  
Included the following columns in the report:  Desk Officer, Package, # of Package States (sum), Title, Date Created, Date Submitted, and Comments.  The report should be extendable to view “Milestones” by:  Number of Days at the OpDiv Level, Number of Days at the Desk Officer Level, Number of Days at the Reports Clearance Officer Level, and Number of Days at OMB.  Date range should include all packages that were created and pending at the Desk Officer level for a specified period.    

III. Release 4.8
· Add the ROCIS Identification (ID) & Default Office Code to screen when creating a

new contact.
The System Administrator can enter a user ROCIS ID and Default Office Code when creating a new contact from the Part 1 form.  Added fields to the contact screen but restricted them to Desk Officers and System Administrator Roles.
· Correct the Active Inventory Report (HHS/totals only – bug fix).
Fixed the Active Inventory Report so that when multiple OpDiv’s are selected the *CMS and *Food and Drug administration (FDA) summary rows do not appear.

· For the Active Inventory Report, add “ICR Contact” and move the totals to the top.
Added a column labeled “ICR Contact” to the end of the table after the “Contact” column has been added.  The “ICR Contact” column contains the user belonging to the “ICR Contact User” group.  Moved the totals from the bottom of each section to the top of each section and Optional Indent sub-offices to make the report more useable.
· Correct error when sorting Active Inventory Report by Title and Office (bug fix).
Fixed error when trying to sort Active Inventory Report by Title and Office.
· Correct error opening Active Inventory Report (totals only) when results are

empty (bug fix).
Corrected the error opening Active Inventory Report (totals only) when results are empty.

· Correct the Active Inventory Report (totals only) to show in Excel (bug fix).
Corrected the Active Inventory Report so that results appear in the Excel file.
· Modify Healthcare Reform Indicator on Part 1 form to match ROCIS (HHS only).
ICRAS implemented the Healthcare Reform Indicator on the Part 1 form.  Changed the text to “Is this ICR related to the Affordable Care Act [PPACA, P.L. 111-148 & 111-152] (Healthcare Reform)?”
· Update ROCIS Office Code/Operational Division regular expression (bug fix).
Updated the regular expression to handle numbers greater than 4 digits in addition to characters appended to the end of a number.

· Do not pre-populate fields when creating a new package from an existing package.
Updated ICRAS changes so to not pre-populate certain fields when creating a new package from an existing package.
IV. Release 4.7
· Add Healthcare Reform field to ICRAS Part 1 Form (HHS only).
Added the question “Is this ICR related to the Healthcare Reform Act” to the generic ICR/Part 1 section of ICRAS.  The user will be required to answer yes or no with the radio button to pass validation.  Created a new “Healthcare Reform” group and group permissions.  

· Add the ability to snooze Email Alerts.
Added functionality to the History screen in the ICR to “Snooze” email alerts until a specific date.

· For generic ICRs add to the summary screen a table of hours.
For generic ICRs, added to the summary screen a table of Hours Approved/Hours Used/Hours Remaining.  The IC list previously showed the IC for most recent approval package.
· Do not allow Federal Register (FR) Citations to be copied when creating a new package from an existing package.
No FR Citations are copied when creating a new package from an existing package.  Applies to both HHS and the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
· Generic ICR “Notice of Action (NOA) Date” and the “Expiration Date.”

Removed the expiration date from NOA summary for generic ICs.

· Active Inventory Report (one-off).
Created and modified the Active Inventory Report that only displays the totals without all the ICR details.
IV.1 Release 4.7.2: Bug Fix
Fix search error when there is not a last change package.
Added the conditional check to model and view to the package.
IV.2 Release 4.7.3: Bug Fix
Enable Healthcare Reform indicator editable for change (HHS only).
Made field editable so packages get routed correctly to Healthcare Reform (CMS) group.
V. Release 4.6 
· Add validation for common form.
Added validation for Part 2 that the common form question is always answered as ‘no’ as ROCIS does not support common forms.  Update failing specifications along with corresponding specifications. 

· Base the “Information Collection Burden (ICB)” report on Fiscal Year (FY) instead of Calendar Year (CY).
Included the ICB data for the Fiscal Year instead of the Calendar Year.  The Fiscal Year goes from 10/1 to 9/30 of the next calendar year.  For example, FY 07 starts on 10/1/06 and end on 9/30/07.  Changed the report title verbiage on the top of the generated report from “ICB Report for Year ...” to “ICB Report for FY.”
· Display public comment tooltip.
Added the necessary columns to view.

· Saving with an invalid FR citation incorrectly deletes the citation (bug fix).
Moved the update of citations to an “else” condition so values are not set to “nil” when incorrect.

· Update the ROCIS submission to render an appropriate e-mail for exhaustion of a generic ICR (bug fix). 
When a generic ICR has its burden used up, changed ICRAS message “Unknown Error” to “The burden for this generic ICR has been used up.”  Added an additional case to the submission for Generic ICR burden.
· Correct use of flash messages (flash[:foobar] and flash.now[:foobar]).
Modified the flash messages to “now” so it will not display message for next action.
VI. Release 4.5
· OS - Notification for 120 day Expires.
Removed the limitation of sending 120 day reminders from packages that are expiring in select agencies.  Re-factored some date checks for end of month.

· For all reports, add a column labeled “Contact” to the end of the table. 

The “Contact” column now contains the primary contact found in the Part 1 form. Modified the displayed contact information to have a Show/Hide option and include the  phone number and email if available.
· For the Archived Inventory Report, change the name from “Archived” to “Inactive” and filter out “Expired/Under Review.”

Updated the report model, controller, views, etc.

· For the Expiring Inventory Report, add “Expiring in Days” and “ICR Contact,” remove sub-categorization, sort, and filter out “Expired/Under Review” (bug fix).
Modified the Expiring Inventory Report by adding a column for “expiring in days” and changing “Expire/Under Review” to “Under Review.”  Removed sub-categorization and change default sort order.

· For all reports with an “Expiration” column, rename “Expiration” to “Original Expiration” and add “Current Expiration.”

Modified the OMB Control Number (OCN) model to calculate “current_expiration_date.”  Modified reports to have “Original Expiration” and “Current Expiration” fields.
· For the Pending at OMB Report, remove sub-categorization and sort by “Expiring in Days” and ICR# (OMB#).
Modified and cleaned up the query (removed find_by_sql).

· Add administration screen for editing a user’s e-mail alert setting.
Added the capability for the administrator to manage email alerts and remove duplicate code that was moved to the common directory for email_alert_membership_controller.

· Add timestamp columns to NOA table.
The migration to add timestamp column NOA table was included.
· ActiveRecord::Statement Invalid in ReportsController#submission (bug fix).
When generating the Submission Inventory Report, if date range is large, the Oracle query was failing.  Removed joins statement and use include.

· Use ActiveSupport for date formatting instead of AscDateHelper.

Removed AcsDateHelper plugin.

· Resolve error admin_scaffold#edit_ocn (bug fix).
Fixed the link to point to new administrator pages.

· Update the before and after Capistrano tasks.
Replaced the deprecated callback usage with new form and added ‘gem bundle’ to the after symlink callback.
· Add gem bundle to the after deploy callbacks.
Replaced the depreciated callback usage with new form and add ‘gem bundle to the after symlink callback.

· Change the following labels and headings from “Agency/OpDiv” or “Agency” to “Office.”  
Headings and labels were updated to “Agency” for HHS and “Office” for EPA.
VII. Release 4.4
· Include ICRAS Part 1 validation checks.
ICRAS Part 1 to include validation checks to indicate that either Question 8 or Question 9 “Not associated with Rulemaking” is complete.  The “Not associated with Rulemaking” option is not selected by default and a user has to select one of the three options to continue.  Once their choice has been made any additional validation errors will be displayed.

· Validate Length of Privacy Act title on Part 2 Form (bug fix).
Changed the Validate length of Privacy Act title on Part 1 form to validate length of the Privacy Act title on Part 2 Form.

· Fix Burden Calculation Error Message.
Revised the burden calculation error message to be more user friendly as it is currently too wordy and confusing to the ICRAS User.  The Burden calculation error message was reproduced to reflect a more user friendly message.

· Add ROCIS Agency Code validation checks.
There was an instance where an ICRAS user had entered “EPA” into the ROCIS Agency Code for a user.  It should instead have been a four digit OMB agency code. Added a validation check to the Person object so that the ROCIS Agency Code field can be numeric.
· Install Exception Notification Plugin (bug fix).
Added the exception notification plugin.
· Modify Submission Error Message.
If the collection is not marked as generic in ROCIS, and ICRAS is trying to submit a generic IC package over, ICRAS prints out “Submission to OMB failed: Unknown error” error message on the submission screen.  However, the system generated XML error email states “cannot create generic IC request on a regular ICR” which makes more sense.  Modified the screen error so that it shows this error message instead of the unknown error message.
· Upgrade to Rails 2.3.2 and 2.3.4 (bug fix).
Upgraded to Rails 2.3.2 and then 2.3.4 due to two security fixes that were committed to 2.3.4.  Added the part1_types fixtures to fix part1_spec.
· Fix Admin by Scafffold Controller.
Added admin namespace and scaffold view/controllers for all relevant models.
· Refactor Cron Scripts (bug fix).
Added rake task to run scripts in addition to logging scripts that weren’t logging.  Added necessary .erb files for rpec tests to complete without errors.  Refactored the cron script execution into a separate method.  Added more detailed logging for exception handling.  
· Refactor Email Alerts. 
Removed custom email alerts from person model.  Refactored email alerts by simplifying the find statements and other miscellaneous code.  Removed references to snoozing email alerts. 
· Add churn to Metrics Report.
The churn metric points out files that have lots of modifications made to them, and indicates files that may be trying to do too much.  These files may be good candidates for code refactoring or being move into a configuration files.
· Move Environment.rb Conde into initializers.
Moved environment.rb code into initializers for flexibility.
· Move files to the top of the list in ICRAS.
On the “Files” tab of ICRAS, instead of two options for moving files up or down, include a “move to top of list” button.  In a situation where there are 20 files, if you need to move the last file you uploaded to the top of list, you would have to click 20 times to get the files up there and add a value for Internet Explorer in order for the recording buttons to work properly.

· Develop Standard Template Area in PaperworkReduction.gov

Tabs were created to the paperworkreduction.gov website called Templates.  The templates page has a link to each agencies template page.  The Templates tab will promote consistency and give users a standard template and allow a user to do most of their work within the ICRAS system.
· On the Reports screen, replace the pop-up dialogue boxes and add report criteria fields to the right of the reports needing them.
· Added “Collections expiring/expired with (days)” field to the right of “Expiring Inventory” and “Excel.”  Default the field to 120.
· Added “Enter Year” field next to the right of “ICB Burden” “Excel.”  Default the field to 2008.
· Added “Enter Start Date (mm/dd/yyyy)” field, add “Enter End Date (mm/dd/yyyy)” field, to the right of “NOA Inventory” and “Excel.”  Default the End Date field to the current date.
· Added “Enter Start Date (mm/dd/yyyy)” field, add “Enter End Date (mm/dd/yyyy)” field, to the right of “Submission Inventory” and “Excel.”  Default the End Date field to the current date.

· Fix ICRAS Part 1 section at the end of ICB Section errors.
Change to ICRAS Part 1 to read “If there is a Program Change reduction due to agency discretion, please categorize it below:” and “If there is a Program Change increase due to agency discretion, please categorize it below:”  

· Add “NOA Status” to the Submission Inventory Report and remove the “Comment” column.
Re-added the “Comment” column, and added the function to show/hide the comment.  Renamed “NOA Status” column to “OMB Action.”
· Change Labels and Headings from OMB Code to OMB#.
Changed globally the labels and headings from “Code” or “OMB Code” to “OMB#” or OMB Number” and other areas such as “Inbox” and reports.
· Changed the link text on My Profile for Editing E-Mail Alerts.
Used the EPA syntax for consistency.

· Create a rake task to populate the non-custom e-mail alerts into the ‘email_alerts table.’

For any user that does not have custom email alerts selected, added rows to the email_alerts table for each agency they are related to (through their group relationships) for each of the default e-mail alerts.  Created a one time script to populate the Email Alerts table with user that have custom_email_alerts = false in the persons table.
VII.1 Release 4.4.2: Bug Fix
· Remove “DO Reminders” e-mail alert from the “My Profile” screen.
When a user edits their e-mail alerts there is a column in the table for the “DO Reminders” e-mail alert type, which is an administrative e-mail alert type that should not be modifiable by users.  Updated the controller code to hide that e-mail alert type along with the other administrative e-mail alert types.
· Update the database rake tasks for Agencize.
Added a common and agency specific migration directory and patch the ActiveRecord migration facilities to use these directories.

VII.2 Release 4.4.3: Bug Fix

· Update ROCIS ID for an IC when the NOA is posted for a ‘Comment’ filed on proposed rule. 

· ICIDs are updated when a Comment Filed NOA is received.
· Updated ICIDs for existing EPA packages with comment filed NOA.
· Updated ICIDs for existing HHS packages with comment filed NOA.

· No ICID updates for that “Comment Filed and Continue” case.
Modified the NOA process to update the ICIDs for both the “Comment Filed on Proposed Rule” and “Comment Filed on Proposed Rule and Continue” actions.
VII.3 Release 4.4.4: Bug Fix
Improperly submitted and continue NOAs should update the ICID in ICRAS.
Updated the “Improperly Submitted and Continue” NOAs ICID for a package.
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
